Played First Grade for West Wallsend for twelve seasons between 1983-1996 (Except 1988 when
he played for Newcastle Austral in the NSW State League).

Appeared in more than 200 first grade games for the club as well as being captain for several
seasons.

Was of part of Westy’s 1986 Northern premiership team which captured the clubs first minor
premiership for 40 years. He missed out on a premiership two years earlier when he really
established himself in First Grade as part of the 1984 West Wallsend team which finished second to
Cardiff in minor premiership on goal difference.

Played in four Grand Finals for the Bluebells during the 1980’s. In 84, 85, 86 and 92. Winning 85
and 92 grand finals. Losing the other two on penalty shoot-outs.

During that his playing career Westy only missed out on the semifinals in one season 1987.
Rated as one of the best defenders in the Northern League in his playing days.

His father Arthur Wilson also a life member of the club who played for the club from 1956-1968
